The Editorial Board of JLT is calling for papers suitable for publication in the maiden and subsequent editions of the journal. All contributions are subject to strict peer-review. Contributions are to be thoroughly researched, scientifically rigorous, and at the same time, of direct applicability and usefulness to practitioners and policy makers alike.

The maiden edition of JLT would be published late July, 2006 and would cover issues relating to:

Contributions in Manuscript form should generally be no more than 4,000 words in length. To expedite the review process, manuscripts may be sent to JLT via e-mail as a Microsoft Word for Windows attachment. If you are using another word processing program, please save the document as a Word for Windows file (most software programs allow you to save in a different format). If you are unable to submit your manuscript by e-mail, then the manuscript may be submitted on 3-1/2" disks or on a CD-ROM in Microsoft Word. In either format, these three documents need to be included in your submission: 

Document Number 1 — the cover letter 

Document Number 2 — names and complete information on all authors, which includes brief 
biographical sketches, titles, degrees, addresses, daytime telephone numbers and e-mail addresses. This is a separate document that is not part of the manuscript. 

Document Number 3 — the manuscript, which begins with the manuscript title, followed by the 
abstract, key words, and then the topic. Omit author identity information in the manuscript document. 

Manuscripts should be typed, double-spaced on one side of the page using one-inch margins. Footnotes, subheadings and other requisite information should be comparable to those recommended in the Associated Press Stylebook. 
In addition to the above documents, submission should be accompanied by a peer review fee of N2,000/CFA 8,000/US$20 for Nigerians, citizens of the CFA zone and others respectively.

The editor reserves the right to make manuscript changes even after final submission and rewrite. This editorial authority is required to maintain flexibility and meet space and style requirements.
All submissions of manuscripts should reach the Editor on or before 28th April, 2006.
